October 21-22, 2014
London, England

Record of Meeting - Draft

1. Opening of the Meeting
Mr. Stephen Elliott, CEO of Chemical Industry Association (CIA) and host of this meeting, welcomed everyone to London.  Mr. Elliott provided a 25 years perspective on Responsible Care in the UK.  After the presentation Debra Phillips reviewed the ICCA competition guidelines for the meeting.  

2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Review Agenda, Previous Meeting Minutes and Key Documents
Debra Phillips provided an overview of the agenda topics.  The minutes from the May 2014 RCLG meeting were reviewed. There were two comments on the minutes, first was regarding participation to the launch of the UNEP APELL handbook in Davos that Alain Pierrat had volunteered for, as there was a very high fee also for panelists and in the end this participation was not supported.  The second comment was about the rehabilitation projects in India are being worked on, in the next few months a steering committee will be assimilated. The minutes were approved with two corrections:

Action Items
“Nangang” is the correct spelling of the Chemical Park in China and will be corrected
Wang Quiang will be added to the participation list for Miami

3. Feedback from ICCA Meeting – Paris
Hans-Jurgen Korte discussed the major outcomes of the ICCA Board meetings in Paris. Mr. Korte noted that Cal Dooley, CEO of ACC, was elected as ICCA Council Secretary.  Another item that came out of the meeting was that Mark Rohr from Celanese is now the new ICCA President; Kurt Bock will remain chairman of the Global Executive Strategy Group (GESG).The Board gave full support for the revised RC plan for India as well as for the medium term RC Africa strategy, a joint CP&H and RCLG effort.

4. Celebrating 25 Years of Responsible Care in the UK
John Roche of CIA gave a presentation on the history of Responsible Care in the UK.  There was a conference in 2014 where vision for the future of Responsible Care was discussed.  Mr. Roche gave a brief update on Responsible Care verification at CIA as well as reviewing performance.  In 2009, CIA started a process to confirm company’s commitment and demonstrate Responsible Care progress.  Activities in this process include site visits and site score cards that provide a visual for achievements of each site.  Mr. Roche gave a summary of the observations found by the new process.  Benchmarking statistics were provided to the group and a video on Responsible Care at the CIA was played.    

5. Responsible Care Global Charter Roll Out and 2015 Public Release
Debra Phillips reviewed with the RCLG group background on the Global Charter.  The roll out started in August and each association is collecting signed Charters from the companies headquartered in their respective country.  Smaller companies are encouraged to sign the Charter as well and these signatures are also being collected.  The Charter signatory list will be released publically at the ICCM-4 in September 2015.   Mrs. Phillips requested that the RCLG provide feedback on how the process has been going.  One point of clarification made was that the Charter is for companies to sign, not for the associations to sign.  At the national level, the guiding principles are signed and the Charter is intended for companies who want to commit to Responsible Care on a global level.  The group discussed the Top 150 list, and indicated that it was compiled from publically available information.  If companies on the list are in error please, let Bradford Johnson know and the list will be corrected.

ACC will update FAQ about public launch, and clarify the role of associations towards GC signature as well as the difference between guiding principles at national level and global commitments of CEOs

Any logo needs or assistance with editing please contact Katie Gissendanner
ACC will maintain two signatory lists – one with national CEOs one with Multinational 

6. CP&H Leadership Group Update
Martin Kayser gave an update on the Chemical Policy & Health Leadership Group.  He began by talking about ICCM-4 and the SAICM 2020 goal.  The progress of SAICM will be reviewed in 2015.  ICCA’s MOU with UNEP expired in 2014 but there is an agreement being discussed to renew for another 4 years but first there has to be agreement on funding.  Mr. Kayser reported on the CEO forum in China that was successfully completed in March and the preparations for an EHS symposium in Shanghai in November.  There was a robust discussion on the connections between Responsible Care, GPS, and sustainability, and regional views on this issue.

ACC will include a discussion about the link between RC and “Sustainability Issues” on the agenda for the next RCLG meeting

7. AICM/CPCIF Responsible Care Logo MOU Signing
There was an MOU signing that took place between AICM and CPCIF which allowed for both associations to cooperate on the use of the Responsible Care Logo in China.  Please see pictures of the event posted along with the materials. 

8. RCLG Consideration of CPCIF Application – For Decision
The structure of CPCIF and their membership was described to the group.  
Mr. Xu reviewed the eight fundamental principles of CPCIF.  Mr. Xu talked about CPCIF’s timeline since joining under ICCA “observer status” and the work that has commenced since that time.  CPCIF reviewed their communications, including discussing the RC conferences hosted since 2006.  After the presentation of the work CPCIF has accomplished regarding Responsible Care, Mr. Korte requested the delegates from China to step out of the meeting room while the RCLG discussed the application.  The application was approved.  The RCLG encourages meeting attendance and involvement as well as continued transparency and cooperation with AICM.

9. Responsible Care Update – AICM
Michel Houmard communicated to the group that AICM membership has grown to 67 members.  AICM is trying to increase the number of companies that participate in events and they are now tracking attendance.  Companies are more likely to self-access as opposed to peer-review, verification, or certification.  Mr. Houmard discussed AICM’s progress to access and peer-assistance from other RCLG associations.  AICM is interested in finding ways to increase value for its members which includes guides for best practices.  AICM has started to discuss JCIA’s capacity building support for Vietnam, so that AICM can learn and apply similar programs and in China.  

10. JCIA – Capacity Building Support
Mr. Akita presented to the group that JCIA has been providing capacity building to ASEAN countries in the area of process safety.  A sustainability package task force will convene in 2014 to begin working to support the ASEAN countries and provide them with training materials.  Workshops were held in Cambodia and Indonesia this year and there are two more scheduled.  Country specific needs were identified and training was based on those needs.  

11. Vietnam Responsible Care Committee (VRCC)
Mr. Bai joined the RCLG meeting to provide some information on the association in Vietnam.  He described the differed sectors of the chemical industry that are present in Vietnam.  The companies operating in Vietnam differ greatly in size, revenue, and production.  VRCC is trying to identify the needs of existing members which can help in training new members in Responsible Care.  VRCC is working to gain support from their government.  In the last two years, there have been 8 training courses in the areas of HSE and chemical risk assessment, green chemistry, process safety, and GPS.  VRCC has been promoting Responsible Care by writing articles for journals as well as developing video.  Next steps for VRCC includes verification on implementation, continuing to seek support from the government, capacity building activities, and training on the Codes.  JCIA is assisting to help increase efficiencies and determining what is needed in Vietnam.  JCIA is helping VRCC to take an inventory of what they have and what they will need before VRCC applies for RCLG membership.

12. Taiwan Responsible Care Association – A Review of July 2014 Kaohsiung Incident 
Mr. Chien Rong Lu from the Taiwan Responsible Care Association started by giving the RCLG a brief history of Responsible Care in Taiwan and information on the country.  Ms. Renata Hsu informed the RCLG on reporting in Taiwan.  Mr. Lu reviewed the course of the incident that lead to a large explosion in Taiwan.  Pipeline inspection routines were discussed as well as what is already being done and what else can be done.  The impact of the incident led to a shutdown of all pipelines in the area for inspections and the establishment of an emergency response system and reporting.  TRCA promotes self-management to their members and provides seminars to help their members learn safe practices.

13. CEFIC: Update from Members and Association

· Jorg Olaf from VCI 
Mr. Olaf talked to the RCLG about the Sustainability Initiative Chemie3 in Germany.  A background of Responsible Care in Germany and the importance of sustainability were presented to the group.  The sustainability initiative in Germany is at the national level, it has three dimensions: economy, society, and environment.  There are 12 guidelines that are categorized into three sectors: strategy, operations side, and communication.  There are goals associated with the 12 guidelines that are to be achieved by 2017.  


· Goran Wall from IKEM 
Mr. Wall talked about how IKEM is about two years old and was formed from the merger of two entities.  Responsible Care has been present in Sweden since 1991.  IKEM currently has about 70 members.  He then educated the RCLG on Kemiakuten, an emergency response center that was started in 1993.  In 2014 and moving forward IKEM will visit their members for face to face interaction and to provide additional Responsible Care information and will be hosting a national conference.

ACC will add brain storming to improve performance reporting to the agenda for the next RCLG meeting

· Renata Patarcic from Croatia 
Ms. Patarcic was at the RCLG meeting and presented on Croatia who recently joined the EU.  CEFIC is starting to support them in initiating Responsible Care.  Ms. Patarcic gave an overview of the chemical industry in Croatia.  About 12 companies have expressed interest in Responsible Care at this time.  A seminar will be hosted this year to help provide information to companies.  Chromos-Agro attended the meeting as an interested company.

· Sjoerd Looijs from Cefic 
Mr. Looijs gave the RCLG an update on Cefic Responsible Care work.  In 2014, a forum was held to promote an energy efficiency program, grow capacity and develop a framework to help smaller companies.  Cefic has an award program that was discussed.  Moving forward, Cefic is looking to focus on smaller companies, update and improve tools, and manage quality and quantity of reported data.

14. Harmonized Process Safety Metric Recommendation: For Approval
The RC Leadership Group acknowledged broad regional support for the final proposal on global Process Safety reporting presented by Taskforce leader Peter Schmelzer and thanked Mr. Schmelzer for this achievement. Although many compromises of the participating TF members enabled a high degree of alignment with the API RP 754 (under review) some API committee members finally objected to the use of GHS as a basis for reporting “release only” Process Safety Events.  One company present objected to the Taskforce proposal given its lack of full alignment with the recent API 754 proposal’s direction.  



Action Items
The RCLG asked the Taskforce leader to seek further alignment between the ICCA TF proposal and API RP 754
The Taskforce should meet once more to determine if additional alignment could be reached regarding the equipment damage threshold and chemical release threshold and basis for reporting.  A translation table between the UNDG and GHS categories might be considered and was recommended by the ICCA Steering Committee as a possible way forward.
After the Taskforce meeting, a path forward for reaching a recommendation in 2015 will be determined.

15.  RCLG Communications
Debbie Jackson informed the RCLG that a PowerPoint is being developed for associations to use when presenting the Responsible Care Global Charter.  A draft template for newsletters and articles is also being developed for use.  For external audiences Mrs. Jackson noted that communications is working on promoting ICCM-4 and promoting the Charter.  Mrs. Jackson talked about ICCM-4 being an opportunity to showcase the new Charter and make note of any developments that have taken place since 2012.  The next RCLG newsletter will be published before the end of the year and will highlight many of the important agenda topics from this meeting.  Mrs. Jackson reminded the RCLG that if you have documents or would like to see different types of documents in the RCLG library please let her know.  

16. Responsible Care Regional Activities and Capacity Building
· Deidre Penfold, CAIA 
Ms. Penfold reviewed with the RCLG the countries in Africa where Responsible Care is in place and the countries that are targets for Responsible Care expansion.  Ms. Penfold reviewed the strategy that was also presented to and approved by the ICCA board.  She mentioned that Egypt is a country of interest, but it was confirmed that expansion, of Responsible Care to Egypt is the responsibility of Cefic and ACC.  
 
· Trimbak Hote, ICC 
Mr. Hote gave an overview of ICC and its Responsible Care program.  The number of companies who have been awarded logo use has risen to 35 out of 118 companies and the target is 40 by the end of the year.  Mr. Hote also reviewed the action plan for implementing the codes and GHS.  ICC has been hosting numerous workshops to train and share best practices. Vipin Doshi reviewed several samples of company and community initiated programs.  ICC plans to be a full ICCA member by 2016.  There was discussion that multinational companies that have presence in India should consider joining ICC and supporting Responsible Care development.   

· Sena Peiris, LRCC 
Mr. Peiris provided a background on Sri Lanka and the industry in that region.  LRCC is working to promote safety in the workplace and best practices.  They are working to strengthen relationships with those involved in the chemical industry.  

17. Responsible Care Regional Network: Latin America
Jesus Soriano from FEIQUE gave background and information on creating a Latin-American regional network group and the need behind starting the group.  The group can be carried out in a similar way that APRO works in the Asia-Pacific region.  How the group is organized and the frequency of meetings will be discussed if the group is authorized and able to move forward.  Mr. Soriano asked the group for their support in this new group.  

Decision 
The RCLG was polled and has agreed that the group should move forward.  

18.  RCLG KPI Reporting
Bradford Johnson from ACC updated the RCLG with the most recent reporting data.  There were 46 associations in good standing, 2 lagging, and 9 multi-year non-reporters.  The KPI website issues have mostly been resolved and reporting should carry forward in 2014.  Data for calendar year 2013 will be collected during the 2014/2015 reporting cycle which will be from November 17 2014 –February 28 2015.  
Mr. Looijs reviewed the issues with the contractor of the website.  

Action Item
Sjoerd Looijs will continue to pursue improvements to the website and contractor with support of the Chairman, if necessary.
